In 2018, CKA’s National Summit & Gala in Washington, 

DC attracted over 630 people and showcased the 

groundbreaking partnerships with African American 

and Jewish American communities to promote 

multicultural dialogue and education. It featured 

congressional leaders and government officials, 

including Representative Andy Kim, the only Korean 

American currently serving in Congress.
